FIRST ROUND Classes were held in the morning, and SECOND ROUND Classes were held in the afternoon for those riders who wanted to try and see if they could qualify to compete at the TRAILBAZERS Final at Stoneleigh on 6/7th Aug this year. 1st, 2nd and 3rd placed riders from the mornings classes were eligible to compete in the afternoon SECOND ROUND classes. Quality of competition was very good. Despite the course being built up to maximum height, clear rounds were a plenty so judging was very much on style and  manners whilst jumping and individual show. SECOND ROUND Classes in the afternoon were judged by Mrs Gillian Wright of Brampton. Richard Nichol was again Champion with “If Looks Could Kill” rounding off a successful day for the hard working local rider. Richard had a tough weekend as he had been celebrating his 28th Birthday the night before and roped his mother in to drive him and his horse to Inglewood for this event as he wasn’t going to miss the event as he came with the intention of qualifying for Stoneleigh which he certainly did and went away with 2 Horse qualifications and the 2 Championships of the day! Reserve Champion was Chloe Reed with Twilight Treacle who jumped a fantastic balanced round in her class and performed sweetly in the Championship.
